The history of armoury begins with foundation of the Museum. In april 1852 a
Caucasian Museum with ethnographic unit was set up at the Caucasian branch of
Geographical Society in Tbilisi. The first mentor of this museum was ethnograph
and poet Rafiel Eristavi. In November 1852 first samples of arms arrived at the
newly established Museum for future armoury. In march 1854, at the request of
Geographical Society, a nobleman Levan Cholokashvili was the first hwo collected
ethnographic items — weapons and costumes, from Khevsureti region.

However, it should be mentioned that back in the 19th century collection of
arms was not systematic. Unfortuntely, lots of unique collections were taken out of
Georgia by foreigners working in Georgia and later appeared in Museums abroad.
Academician Ivane Javakhishvili sadly remarked that it was impossible to find
armour and harness of XI-XIlI centuries knights anywhere in Georgia. It is only in
Berlin one can see the complete set of knight’s attire with armour and horse’s
harness profusely studdied with Georgian golden ornament. In addition to the
above, Russian tsarist authorites bought and took out of Georgia local weapons,
they are now on display in museums of Moscow and St. Peterburg. Despite of
above-mentioned facts, armoury can nevertheless boast of unique and precious
items, the overall number of which exceeds 3000.

Armoury has items from Arsenal and private donations made by: Z. Kobiashvili,
I. Sumbatashvili, artist D. Guramishvili, Kaparov, Mirzoev, Mid-leldil-Saltane and
others.

In 1935 armoury was enriched by the Metekhi collection (299 items) and fabu-
lous donation of weapons from an antique shop (up to 300 items).

Items found during ethnographic survey trips also greately contribute to the
armoury collection.

Alongside with Georgian arms, one can find in armoury masterpieces of differ-
ent cultures and peoples reflecting the period of XVI-XX c.c.

The Georgian armoury together with Georgian weapons are displayed items
from:

Caucasus — Azerbaijan, Armenia, Dagestan, Chechnia, Cherkezia, Ossetia,
etc.

Asia miror — Predominatly from Turkey and Iran.

Asia — India, China, Japan.

Europe — Russia, Italy, Germany, England, France, Belgium, Austria, Hungary,
Poland, etc.

As well as arms from Africa and America.
